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Invention of the Clock

You must all be aware about the clock which tells us time, for it is an integral part
of our homes. A clock is an instrument which measures, keeps and indicates time,
in turn, helping us organize everything in our life. It is also known as “timepiece’
and can be analog or digital. The traditional clock generally has three hands: an
hour’s hand, minute’s hand and second’s hand. With the development of
technology, the traditional clock has evolved as well and the modern clock now
not only tells us time but the date, temperature, humidity, etc. of the place.
However, the main question which remains is how and when was the clock
invented?

In ancient times, people measured time by studying the position of the sun in the
sky. As the sun passed over a column or some other device on the ground, it
would create a shadow. The length of the shadow would change depending on
where the sun was in the sky. The length of the column's shadow, basically,
helped decipher the time of the day. Apart from this, some people made use of
sundials, water clocks, candle clocks and even hourglasses, among other things to
keep time. But all these methods were cumbersome and people wanted to tell time
more accurately. So, the first mechanical time clock was invented in Europe, in the
mid - 1300s. Since then, a number of versions of the traditional clock have been
invented. Some of them include:

ANALOG CLOCK- This type of clock most often uses the famous clock face. It
was invented by Christian Huygens and is still the most commonly used type of
clock, especially in our homes.

SUNDIAL CLOCK- The Sundial clock can also be considered as a version of the

analog clock. It was in use from 3500BC-1850s AD. It represents the longest lasting
clock design in our history.

DIGITAL CLOCK - This type of clock comes under the category of electronic
clocks and are more reliable nowadays. They make use of numeric displays to tell
accurate time.

ELECTRONIC WORD CLOCK - This type of clock does not use numeric displays
but writes natural sentences on the screen indicating the time.

AUDITORY CLOCK -This type of clock uses recordings of human voice or
computer-generated voice to tell time.

TACTICAL CLOCK - This type of clock was invented to help the blind members
of the society tell time.

MULTI DISPLAY CLOCK - This type of clock can be analog or digital and the
main feature of the clock is that it has the ability to show time of multiple time

zones.

Micro Finance and Women Empowerment in India

Introduction

Women Empowerment is a comprehensive and much debated issue, and it is a
dynamic, multidimensional process, which aims to enable women to realize their
powers and potential in every domain of their life. All over the world there is a
consciousness that the greatest way to eradicate poverty and empower the community
to improve its quality of life is through social mobilization of deprived, especially
women into self-help groups. Self Help Groups (SHGs) of women have been
recognized as an effective strategy for the empowerment of women in rural as well as
urban areas bringing women together from all ranges of life to fight for their rights
and dignity. Since the overall empowerment of women is significantly dependent on
economic empowerment, women through these SHGs work on a range of issues such
as health, nutrition, agriculture, forestry, etc. besides income generation activities and
seeking micro credit. SHG is a group of rural poor who have volunteered to organise
themselves into a group for eradication of poverty of the members. With the
formation of women Self Help Groups (SHGs), women are now achieving social and
physical mobility.

National Bank For Agriculture And Rural Development has been providing finance
to SHG’s for their development. The National Bank for Agriculture and Rural
Development has effectively organized the microfinance programme through
corporation with several shareholders like non-governmental organisations, banks,
cooperatives, etc in the organised and unorganised sector, with full support from the
government of India and the Reserve Bank of India since1990s.

Economic Empowerment and Poverty Alleviation

The main objective of microfinance programs is to deliver financial resources to
empower marginalized people and alleviate poverty through capacity building and
income generation. However, these benefits do not guarantee empowerment of
women. Really, women’s involvement in microfinance schemes does not certainly
lead to the planned outcome of poverty eradication or economic empowerment of
women. According to Hermes and Lensink relatively little solid empirical evidence
exists to demonstrate that micro finance leads to poverty reduction. Additional
studies have shown that efforts to build harmony through microfinance programs
tend to create strain and practical difficulties within these groups. In addition,
women’s contribution in microfinance programs permits them to raise concerns
about their private lives as well as discuss how to resolve difficulties. A study
conducted in West Bengal in India found that microfinance had the potential to
encourage social capital and regulating influence thereby simplifying women’s
collective empowerment. It is asserted that when women have access to financial
services, it can empower them to become more self-confident, more assertive, and
more likely to participate in family and community decisions.

Household Investment and Consumption

Women often take the decisions regarding education of children. Thus, improved
financial contributions of women can improve children’s education through the
purchase of buying books and uniforms. These plans can affect in negative economic
burden for the debtors. Keating argues that women’s involvement in microfinance
pays to their indebtedness and “dispossession by accumulation” by employing
additional financial burdens on them and their households. These limitations shoot
from the lack of income from their investments and create additional stress among
women borrowers. Some debtors work as labourers to earn income to pay their loans
and face difficulties repaying their loans if they cannot get adequate income from
their investments. As a consequence, their interest rates rise and they end up paying
more money.

Decision Making and Self-Confidence

Several feminism and development research concentrate on how microfinance
informs women’s decision-making at the household and community stages. Women’s
empowerment demonstrates itself in many procedures, such as increased
participation in the purchase of household properties, empowering through legal
channels, involvement in social activities, and upgraded living standard. Other
researchers observe the impact of husbands’ participation on training that involves
women’s empowerment. In these cases, women tend to be more engaged in decision-
making and are expected to be even more involved in the household finances. The
feminism and development strategies emphasize how households are occupied in the
way that debtors negotiate their roles in both productive and reproductive labour, as
well as how they involve in economic actions related with microfinance programs.
Gender-based violence is an imperative dimension of household decision-making
and self-confidence. Although domestic exploitation is frequently related to
excessive use of alcohol by partners, in some cases, women have been able to abolish
their husband’s exploitation through funding from microfinance programs. In these
circumstances, their economic role in the household helped them to convince their
husbands to reduce their alcohol consumption. These changes address women’s
deliberate gender interests and organize them to encounter inequalities through
microfinance. Microfinance programs are shown to have encouraging effect on self-
confidence and socio-economic empowerment. According to some researchers, after
joining these programs, women were able to expand their self-confidence due to their
engagement in social meeting. Increased involvement in the public domain often
leads to more confidence and also helps other women facing the same challenges.
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Physical mobility is also related to accessing community networks, information, and
resources through microfinance events. Women’s involvement in these programs
allow them the opportunity to move outside their homes and villages in order to
attend meetings and training programs. The ability of women insolvents to attain
their social and economic goals, including their status or decision-making power
within the family and outside their home, depends on the social, cultural, and
political surroundings within which the microfinance programs operate. The
difficulty of these economic and social actions reveals that individual, household,

and community dynamic forces play a crucial role in women’s empowerment.

CONCLUSION

The development of self-help groups as a basis for the social and economic
empowerment of underprivileged and deprived women has encouraged positively in
the mobilization of women. Women who have contributed in the self-help groups,
developed strong wisdom of self-confidence. Linkages with banks have boosted
huge confidence of women. Their increased financial access has improved their
standing in the family. The savings by the poor women enabled greater control over
financial resources.

This has empowered the women to feel protected during crises. Women take self-
importance in owning assets in their names. Their participation in the microfinance
formed an opportunity to have savings in their hands. Women being the members of
the self-help groups enjoy improved standard of living, educational awareness to
children as productive members than mere witness of social development. It also
underlines the fact that increased financial benefits help directly the socio-economic
development of women.

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The Problem with Indian Economy

India is now the 5th largest economy in the world, overtaking the United Kingdom in
2023, according to the International Monetary Fund estimates. And according to
analysts at Morgan Stanley, it is also set to overtake Japan and Germany and hit the
third spot by 2027.

We become overly optimistic when talking about Indian economy, often quoting
“India as the next economic superpower.”

India has successfully hosted the G20, became the 1st to send a rocket near Moon’s
South Pole and birthed a few dozen unicorns. But when we compare the per capita
income of the top five emerging economies, India is still far behind Russia, China,
Brazil and South Africa at $8230 PPP. Whereas, these countries have per capita
income ranging from at least $15500 PPP (approximately) which goes up to $35500
(approximately).

India and China started rebuilding together around 1950s at the same time. But today,
China is the 2nd largest economy in the world as India stands at 5th spot. When we
started our journey we had almost the same level of socio-economic indicators &
India had somewhat better infrastructure than China.

But today this equation and similarities have completely changed. There have been
some blunders in the Indian economy there have been some blunders in the Indian
economic development which have hindered us in realising our “true potential” till
now.

Serious issues confronting Indian economy which have hampered ability to reach our
full potential are discussed in this article.

1.Current account deficit

Balance of payments (BOP) is defined as a statement of accounts of a country's
inflows and outflows of foreign exchange in a fiscal year. It is further classified into
two main accounts namely- Capital account and the current account. Capital account
records all transactions of assets. Transactions in capital account make difference on
long term assets and liabilities, for example- government debt, foreign direct
investment. Current account is the record of trade in goods and services and transfer
payments. Transactions in current account do not make difference on assets and
liabilities. Components of current account consists of Trade account and Invisible
account. Trade account includes trade of goods such as electronics, petroleum and
agricultural goods. Invisible account include transactions like services, profit
transfer, donations, gifts, interest and dividend recorded. According to RBI, the
current account deficit of India stands at $10.5 billion (Q3 FY 2024) which has
narrowed down substantially from $16.8 billion from a year ago. In case of
merchandise goods, India’s exports are much less than our imports but the rise in net
service receipts more than compensated for a slight rise in merchandise trade deficit
in Q3 FY24. This helped cushion the CAD.
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But why is current account deficit (CAD) so bad for our economy? Foreign reserves
are necessary for imports of crucial products such as petroleum, natural gas,
electronic equipment, etc., without these essentials our economy can come to a
standstill as seen in BOP crises of 1991. The inflow from capital account in form of
investments and loans also leads to outflow in the form of dividend and interest
payments. When the total of imports are more than exports, current account deficit is
created; this signifies that the country is a borrower from rest of the world.

Dependence on import of crude oil, coal and petroleum can be decreased by
replacing them with solar energy and other renewable energy sources. Government is
also promoting e-vehicles and the blending of ethanol in fuels. Target of blending
10% ethanol have been achieved which is set to increase to 20% till 2027. Import of
edible oils is an unnecessary expenditure which can be replaced by mustard, cotton,
palm, rice and soya bean oil which are feasible crops to grow in India. However rice
and wheat have been the main focus for MSP and government procurement till now.
But now the government aims to expand horizon by including other crops for MSP
and procurement. Electronic imports are also being decreased by policies such as
Make in India. RBI has issued a new instrument to replace dollar trade with rupee
trade by the use of special Vostro Account which allows payment of imports in
rupees.

2.Quadrilateral of inequality, unemployment, and quality education and skill

According to Oxfam, India is of the most unequal countries in the world. They are
getting richer at a much faster pace while the poor are still struggling to earn a
minimum wage and access quality education and healthcare services, which continue
to suffer from chronic under-investment. The wealth is concentrated to the richest
people. The top 10% of the Indian population holds 77% of the total national wealth.

In 1980s, Asian economies such as China, Singapore, South Korea, Malaysia opened
their economies to private sector and foreign investments. These countries saw
phenomenal economic growth and poverty reduction with foreign investment. Even
after being unable to become a manufacturing giant, India has emerged as a key
player in services industry. But industrial sector is employment intensive and creates
a skilling ecosystem in turn leading to emergence of many auxiliary industries.

Lack of innovation, lack of skilling and lack of employability are interconnected
issues. These are caused by lack of investment in education and research and
development. According to World Bank, India spends only 0.66% in R&D whereas
the global average is 2.63%. Thus, we should increase our spending in R&D to atleast
2%. Today, production linked incentive schemes, ease of doing business reforms and
programmes such as Make in India by Indian government are attracting international
investors towards the country. This has caused big industrial giants such as
Samsung, Apple, Lockheed Martin, Airbus to shift their production to India.
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Inequality can be reduced to a great extent by ensuring universal access to public
funded high-quality services like public health and education, social security
benefits, employment guarantee schemes, etc. Encouraging Corporate social
responsibility initiatives that focus on inclusive development, which causes private
companies to invest in social sectors and support community development projects is
also helpful.

3.Budgetary Deficit and Interest Repayments

The revenue deficit refers to excess of government's revenue expenditure over its
revenue receipt. Thus, it indicates that the government will not be able to meet its
revenue expenditure from its current income. This means that the government will
have to borrow not only to finance its investment but also for consumption
requirements. Thereby increasing borrowings of the government and the burden of
interest liabilities.

With the pandemic-led fiscal disruption forcing the government to borrow more, the
proportion of interest expenditure also went up proportionately. Interest payments
accounts for 20%, the single largest component of the Centre’s total expenditure.
While the government has often argued that the sustainability of its debt is not in
question as long as governmental GDP exceeds the interest it pays on its debt, the
fact remains that high interest burden surely increases the government’s committed
expenditure (interest repayments) which cannot be reduced, causing government to
reduce productive capital expenditure leading to lower growth.

Government can use appropriate measures to reduce tax evasion. Disinvestment
should be done where assets are not being used effectively and any unplanned
expenditures should be avoided.

So what is the solution to this situation? This has been answered by our Prime
Minister in a beautiful way, “ApadameinAvsar” and “Vocal for Local” which
captures the resilience of Indian economy. This can also be proven as our country’s
GDP for FY 2023-24 stands at 8.2% beating the global expectations of 7.8%. Growth
has been seen due to exceptional performances in services, manufacturing, mining
and construction sector. Now, we need to shift our dependence to our domestic
market to make our economy shockproof from global disruption. The government
has been successful in channelizing cash savings with public towards banks; now the
government needs to channelize these savings to stock market, which will also
reduce our dependence on foreign investors. We need to control manufacturing sector
in order to reduce dependence on global supply chain.
